2007. The application seeks the inclusion in the register of town and village greens of 
the land described in the Schedule below . which is claimed to have qualified for 
registration as a town or village green on 6 August 2012 by virtue of the use of the land 
by the local inhabitants for lawful sports and pastimes as of right for not less than 20 
years.
